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Introduction 

The first major opportunity in almost 20 years for indigent defense programs to obtain Federal funding was created by Congress' 1990 amendment to the Omnibus Crime Control and Safe Streets Act of 1968, and by language in the House Judiciary Committee report concerning the Comprehensive Crime Control Act of 1990. 

A total of $450 million was made available under the Edward Byrne Memorial State and Local Law Enforcement Assistance Formula Grant Program (the Byrne Program) to assist state and local police, prosecution, defense and court programs in FY 1995, although the overwhelming majority of those funds went to law enforcement. 

NLADA's Drug Grant Clearinghouse provides information and technical assistance to indigent defense programs interested in applying for formula grant funds. As part of the Clearinghouse, surveys are conducted annually to determine how successful indigent defense programs are in obtaining funds. 

NLADA surveyed defender programs in the 50 states, the District of Columbia and Puerto Rico. Questionnaires were also sent to all of the state offices administering the Drug Control and System Improvement Formula Grant Program of the Anti-Drug Abuse Act of 1988. (See contact information for state offices administering drug grant funds) Responses were received from all but six states (Alabama, Alaska, Maine, North Carolina, Virginia, Wyoming). Coincidentally, the states that failed to respond after several attempts to obtain responses were those who historically have provided no funding to indigent defense services (see Table). 

We asked if indigent defense was included in the state plan for Fiscal Year 1995; whether indigent defense programs received federal funds; and, if so, how the funds were to be applied. If indigent defense was not included in the state plan, we asked for an explanation and whether the programs were able to apply for funds notwithstanding the exclusion. 

Twenty-two states (Arizona, Arkansas, California, Connecticut, Delaware, Illinois, Iowa, Kansas, Kentucky, Louisiana, Minnesota, Missouri, Montana, New Mexico, New York, North Dakota, Ohio, Rhode Island, South Carolina, Tennessee, Vermont, and Washington) and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico included indigent defense in their state plans. 

Twenty-two states (Colorado, Florida, Georgia, Hawaii, Idaho, Indiana, Maryland, Massachusetts, Michigan, Mississippi, Nebraska, Nevada, New Hampshire, New Jersey, Oklahoma, Oregon, Pennsylvania, South Dakota, Texas, Utah, West Virginia and Wisconsin), and the District of Columbia did not include indigent defense in their state plans. 

Of the survey respondents, only Indiana and Pennsylvania reported that while not included in the state plan, indigent defense services applied for and received funds. 

Some states are now reporting that the time limitations imposed on BJA federal funding for one project has expired, or is close to expiring, for indigent defense programs. Programs wishing to receive federal money after expiration must propose new projects with focuses different from the ones previously funded. 

The table that immediately follows is based on our survey and previous reports and shows how much formula grant money each state awarded indigent defense programs for fiscal years 1990-1995. The total federal money reportedly awarded to indigent defense programs for FY 1995 was $5,575,013 compared to $7,315,297 awarded for FY 1994. 

Following the tables is a state-by-state summary, indicating whether indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995; which programs received funds; how much federal money was received and under which authorized program areas; and how much state or other matching funds were received.

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	State by State Summaries


1. ALABAMA

This state did not respond to the survey.

2. ALASKA

This state did not respond to the survey.

3. ARIZONA

According to the state administering office, indigent defense was included in the FY 1995 state plan but received no funding because of the 48-month maximum allowable time limit, which makes indigent defense ineligible to receive funds.5  The administrator's office noted "the Arizona Criminal Justice Commission allocated $1,841,472 in state monies to the Administrative Office of the Courts, a portion of which was allotted to indigent defense to enhance appropriated funding under the Adjudication Program funded by the Commission with Drug Fine Account monies." One defender response, however, was that indigent defense funding is a low priority and will take a back seat to law enforcement under this program.

4. ARKANSAS

According to the state administering office, indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995, and is expected to be included and receive funds in FY 1996. 

Pulaski County Public Defender, Little Rock, AR

This program was awarded a total of $84,914 in federal money under authorized program area #10 and a total of $67,377 in other funds. Under one award, $41,983 of the federal money was used to fund one drug court attorney position. The remaining $42,931 in federal money was used to fund two attorneys handling violent crime and homicide cases.

5. CALIFORNIA 

According to the state administering agency, each county in California is awarded Byrne funds to implement a county-wide program that addresses illegal drug and violence problems within their communities. At a minimum, the programs must be developed "using a cooperative, collaborative, multi-disciplinary approach with the participation of law enforcement, prosecution and probation agencies." Two counties included indigent defense programs in their funding for FY 1995. Indigent defense is expected to be included in the state plan for FY 1996.

Los Angeles County Public Defender, Los Angeles, CA

This program was awarded $832,533 in federal money under program area #10 to support a Fast Track Prosecution/Fast Track Defense program. The program is designed to expedite felony case sentencing in the municipal court through a coordinated effort between prosecutors, public defenders and the department of probation, in order to attain the maximum number of appropriate felony dispositions at the earliest possible stage of the criminal court process.

Riverside County Public Defender, Riverside, CA

This program received $84,985 in federal money under program area #10 to support a District Attorney/Public Defender Early Disposition Team. The project is designed to decrease drug abuse and jail overcrowding by placing drug users into treatment more quickly through the early disposition of low and mid-level drug cases.

6. COLORADO 

According to the state administering agency, the state did not include indigent defense in its plan for FY 1995. However, indigent defense programs were eligible to apply for funds, but no funds were requested. Indigent defense is not expected to be included in the FY 1996 plan because "it has not been requested or identified as a need. The defense organization indicated that they were not interested in pursuing our funds." 

7. CONNECTICUT

Indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995 under authorized program areas #8, #10 and #26. Indigent defense is expected to be included in the state plan for FY 1996 and to be funded.

Connecticut State Public Defender, Hartford, CT

This program received a total of $326,486 in federal funds and a total of $108,828 in state matching funds to support team case management in which teams of attorneys and social workers develop alternative sanctions to incarceration (#8), a youthful offender unit, which represents juveniles and youths between ages 16-18 (#10), and a death penalty unit, supporting one trial and one appellate attorney for death penalty defense (#26). 

 

8. DELAWARE

According to the state administering agency, indigent defense was included in the FY 1995 state plan, and is expected to be included and funded in the FY 1996 plan.

Delaware State Public Defender, Wilmington, DE

This program received $97,269 in federal funds under authorized area #18 and $73,800 in state matching funds to hire four public defenders, two senior secretaries and one psycho-forensic evaluator to defend persons accused of domestic and juvenile violent crime cases.

9. DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA 

According to the administering agency, indigent defense was not included in the district's plan for FY 1995, but was eligible to apply. No programs applied. As for inclusion in the FY '96 plan, the office said the District "is currently conducting a statewide strategy for FY 96 funding. Once the needs of the District have been identified, those priority areas will be funded. If indigent defense is identified as a priority, then we will RFP for applications."

10. FLORIDA

According to the state grant administrator's office, indigent defense was not included in the state plan for FY 1995, but was eligible to apply for funds. No programs applied. Indigent defense is not expected to be included in the FY 1996 state plan because the State "funds a Public Defender Office in each judicial circuit." 

11. GEORGIA

According to the Georgia Indigent Defense Council, indigent defense was not included in the state plan for FY 1995, but programs were still eligible to apply for funds. No offices applied.

12. HAWAII

According to the state grant administrator's office, indigent defense was not included in the state plan for FY 1995, and is not expected to be included in the FY 1996 state plan because "all criminal justice agencies are asked to submit proposals prior to the State submitting its federal application; however, the Public Defender has not submitted any in the past years." Indigent defense programs were still eligible to apply, but none applied. 

13. IDAHO

According to the grants administering office, indigent defense was not included in the state plan for FY 1995, but programs were eligible to apply. No programs applied. It is "unknown at this time" if indigent defense will be included in or funded under the FY 1996 plan.

14. ILLINOIS 

Indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995. According to two of the three programs responding, indigent defense is expected to be included in the state plan for FY 1996 and to receive funds.

Cook County Public Defender, Chicago, IL

This program received $26,444 in federal funds under authorized area #8 and #18, and $8,815 in county matching funds to provide juvenile defense team with the appropriate resources and training necessary to conduct client needs assessments, identify prospective service providers and present juvenile sentencing alternative plans to the judiciary of Cook County. 

DuPage County Public Defender, Wheaton, IL

This program received $64,497 in federal money and $16,124 in county matching funds to fund a drug grant defense attorney. Funding for this program is not expected for FY 1996.

State Appellate Public Defender, Springfield, IL 

This program received $105,000 in federal money under authorized area #10 and $35,000 in state money to provide statewide representation on appeal to indigents convicted of violent crimes.

Indigent defense is in the state plan for FY '96 and expected to get funds.

15. INDIANA 

According to the state grant administering office, indigent defense was not included in the state plan for FY 1995, but programs were eligible to apply, and did receive funds. 

Marion County Public Defender, Indianapolis, IN

This program received $412,817 in federal money under authorized program area #20 to fund an alternative sentencing project in which alternative correctional sentencing plans are developed for non-violent offenders.

St. Joseph County Public Defender, South Bend, IN

This program received $32,250 in federal money under authorized program area #20 to fund an alternative sentencing project in which alternative correctional sentencing plans are developed for non-violent offenders.

Indiana Public Defender Council, Indianapolis, IN 

This program received $110,700 in federal money under program area #15(b) to support a data clearinghouse as part of a management support system. The program is expected to receive $214,384 FY '96 funds for the same purpose. 

16. IOWA

According to the grants administering office, indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995. Indigent defense is expected to be included in and receive funds under the FY 1996 plan.

Office of the State Public Defender, Des Moines, IA

This program received $31,000 in federal money under authorized area #15 and $10,033 in state matching money to develop information systems for the statewide defender office.

17. KANSAS

According to the state grant administering office, indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995, but was not funded. Indigent defense is expected to be included in the state plan for FY 1996, but again is not expected to be funded because the "Review committee and Kansas Criminal Justice Coordinating Council have not funded indigent defense programs."

18. KENTUCKY

According to the state administering agency, indigent defense was included in the FY 1995 plan.

Kentucky Department of Public Advocacy (DPA), Frankfort, KY

According to DPA, this program was awarded $89,643 in federal money under authorized area #13, and $30,670 in state funds, to reduce the jail and prison population by identifying and assessing public defender clients who need treatment for drug addiction and dependence and then diverting those clients out of the expensive penal system into a pre-trial diversion program with an aftercare component.

There was a discrepancy in DPA's response and that of the state administering agency. The agency reported that the indigent defense programs were awarded a total of $224,026 in federal money under authorized areas 15a and 26 to provide diversion treatment options to indigent offenders and to provide defense in capital post conviction cases, respectively. This figure is not included in the calculation for this report covering FY 1995 because the award was made on July 1, 1996, and the agency, because of a different reporting system, was uncertain if the funds were FY 1995 or FY 1996 allocations. The agency also reported that indigent defense was included in the FY '96 state plan; however, it is "unknown at this time" if it will be funded.

19. LOUISIANA

According to the state grant administering office, this state included indigent defense in its plan for FY 1995. Indigent defense is not expected to be included in the FY 1996 state plan because of additional state appropriations to support such services.

Louisiana Indigent Defender Board, New Orleans, LA

This program received $20,000 in federal money under authorized program area #10 and a local match of $10,000 to support defense representation by speedy trial and due process compliance; expediting the finalization of drug cases by providing competent and effective representation at trial in order to reduce reversals on appeal; and to improve the overall operational effectiveness of the court via emphasis on court delay reduction.

20. MAINE

This state did not respond to the survey.

21. MARYLAND 

According to the state grant administering office, the state included indigent defense in state plans in previous years but not in FY 1995. "[O]ther programs now have higher priority." Indigent defense programs were eligible to apply for funds, but none applied.

22. MASSACHUSETTS

According to the administering agency, indigent defense was not included in the state plan for FY 1995 and programs were not eligible to apply. No explanation was provided. It is "uncertain at this time" if indigent defense will be included in the FY 1996 plan. 

23. MICHIGAN

According to the state administering agency, indigent defense was not included in the FY 1995 state plan and programs were not eligible to apply for funds. Indigent defense is not expected to be included in the FY 1996 plan because "county governments provide funds for indigent defense."

24. MINNESOTA 

According to the state grant coordinator, indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995 and two projects were awarded funding. Indigent defense is expected to be included in FY 1996 state plan and to receive funds.

Minnesota Board of Public Defense, Minneapolis, MN

Funds were awarded for the following programs: $21,300 in federal funds and $7,500 state matching funds for a joint trial advocacy course for public defenders and prosecutors. The course was a one-week intensive program focusing on drug and violent crime cases; $15,000 in federal funds and $5,000 in state matching funds to train approximately 170 public defenders on drug and violent crime case representation; and $121,800 in federal funds and $40,600 state matching funds to fund alternative sentencing advocates (or dispositional advisors) to judicial districts around the state that do not currently employ such advocates. They provide assistance to public defenders in cases where adult and juvenile clients are facing state prison sentences of three years or more.

25. MISSISSIPPI

According to the state administering agency, indigent defense was not included in the FY 1995 state plan, was not eligible to apply for funds, and is not expected to be included in the plan in FY 1996. "No entity expressed an interest in indigent defense programs."

26. MISSOURI

This state included indigent defense in its state plan for FY 1995. Indigent defense service are expected to be included in the FY 1996 state plan and to receive funds.

Office of the State Public Defender, Columbia, MO

This program was awarded a total of $103,740 in federal funds and $33,758 in state funds under authorized area #10 to support a drug court and a strike force project. $30,263 in federal money was awarded to fund a full-time assistant public defender in the Kansas City Drug Court and $73,477 in federal money was awarded to fund two full-time assistant public defenders to assist smaller defender offices with large high-profile cases.

27. MONTANA

According to the state administering office, indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995, and is expected to be included and receive funds in FY 1996.

Cascade County Public Defender, Great Falls, MT

This program received $5,233 in federal money under authorized area #10 and $2,243 in other funds to create a resource library and enhance capability for electronic communication between national and state resources. 

28. NEBRASKA 

Indigent defense was not included in the state plan for FY 1995. 

Lancaster County Public Defender, Lincoln, NE

According to the Lancaster County public defender's office, indigent defense services were not included in the state plan for FY 1995 and did not receive funds. The office reports, however, that indigent defense was included in the FY 1996 state plan and received $84,000 in federal funds and $28,000 in state funds under authorized program area 10 to supplement state funding for an indigent defense agency newly created by the state legislature. The money was used to fund two staff attorney positions, a paralegal position and criminal defense training.

29. NEVADA 

This state did not include indigent defense in the FY 1995 plan; but, indigent defense programs were eligible to apply for funds. According to the grant administering office, indigent defense services are "not a priority area. However if a governmental entity applied it would be considered." Indigent defense services are not expected to be included in the FY 1996 plan.

30. NEW HAMPSHIRE

According to the state administering office, indigent defense was not in this state's plan for FY 1995 because "indigent defense agencies did not voice their desires via the N.H. Drug Policy Board." The same explanation was provided for not including indigent defense in the FY 1996 state plan. The office's explanation is contrary to the correspondence between New Hampshire State Public Defender Michael Skibbie and the Director of Administration for the New Hampshire Department of Justice, Mark Thompson. In several letters to Mr.Thompson, Mr. Skibbie requests defender representation on the Drug Policy Board. In response to Mr. Skibbie's requests, Mr. Thompson advised him that because of the federal budget crisis, the state had received about one third of the previous year's allocation in February 1996. No new projects were being funded. Mr. Thompson further advised that in light of the circumstances "there is no need at this time to add any additional viewpoints to the Board."

31. NEW JERSEY

According to the New Jersey State Public Defender office, indigent defense was not included in the state plan for FY 1995 because it had previously received funds. Programs were eligible to apply for funds, but none applied. Indigent defense is not expected to be included in the FY 1996 state plan.

32. NEW MEXICO 

According to the state administering office, indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995 under the "court delay and improvement program". However, indigent defense services did not receive funds because no response was provided by "providers re: comments to state's strategy which was advertised statewide." 

 

33. NEW YORK 

This state included indigent defense in its state plan for FY 1995. Indigent defense is expected to be included in the FY 1996 plan and to be funded.

New York Legal Aid Society, New York, NY

This program was awarded $1,539,340 in federal money to fund three projects: nearly $1.3 million funds attorney, social worker and other ancillary staff whose purpose is, in appropriate cases, to divert clients from the criminal justice system into treatment programs; $102,600 funds a Point of Entry program, which provides for representation of clients who have been arrested at airports on drug-related charges; $160,000 funds a women's parole program, which supports representation and social work services in connection with parole revocation hearings and diversion for a special needs population. Indigent defense services are expected to be included in the FY 1996 state plan and receive funds.

Legal Aid Society of Suffolk County, Bay Shore, NY

This program received $161,700 in federal funds and $53,900 in county funds to defend individuals charged with family violence offenses and correct their behavior by developing treatment options as part of case dispositions. This program is in the last 12-month cycle of the 48-month limit. Funding for a new project is being sought.

34. NORTH CAROLINA

This state did not respond to the survey.

35. NORTH DAKOTA 

According to the state administering agency, indigent defense was included in the FY 1995 state plan, but received no funds. It is expected to be included in the FY 1996 state plan; however, funding is not anticipated. No explanation was provided.

36. OHIO

Indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995 and is expected to be included and to receive money under the FY 1996 state plan.

Office of the Ohio Public Defender, Columbus, OH

This program was awarded a total of $157,232 in federal money and a total of $54,410.73 in state money for two projects. The program received $123,407 in federal money for a public defender case management project designed to improve local indigent defense delivery systems and $33,825 in federal money for a community reconciliation project that implements a pilot defense-based victim-offender reconciliation program. 

37. OKLAHOMA

According to the state administering agency, indigent defense was not included in the state plan for FY 1995 because the agency received no responses to their surveys from defender programs. Indigent defense programs were eligible to apply for funds, but no office applied. Indigent defense is not expected to be included in the FY 1996 plan.

38. OREGON

According to the administering office, indigent defense was not included in the state plan for FY 1995 and programs were not eligible to apply. Indigent defense is not expected to be included in the FY 1996 state plan. No explanations were provided. 

39. PENNSYLVANIA

According to state administering office, indigent defense was not included in the state plan for FY 1995 because it was not identified as a priority program area during the state planning process. Indigent defense programs were still eligible to apply for funds. Indigent defense is expected to be included in the FY 1996 state plan and to be funded.

Cambria County, Ebensburg, PA

Under an application submitted by the Juvenile Probation Department, this program was awarded $19,843 in federal money and $6,614 in county funds to enhance staffing capabilities to provide quality counsel to juveniles appearing in juvenile court.

40. PUERTO RICO

The Commonwealth included indigent defense in the state plan for FY 1995. 

Legal Aid Society of Puerto Rico , Rio Piedras, PR

This program received $125,000 in federal money and $41,669 in matching funds to increase effectiveness in the adjudication of drug-related and other criminal cases. The program is expected to be included in the FY 1996 state plan and receive funds.

41. RHODE ISLAND

This state included indigent defense in its plan for FY 1995.

Office of the Public Defender, Providence, RI

This program was awarded a total of $245,000 in federal funds and $81,667 in state monies to fund two separate programs. A total of $168,669 in federal money supports a jail reduction project, which provides representation at arraignment and community placement as jail diversion. The remaining $76,331 in federal money funds a branch office in an outlying county that provides representation in parental rights cases.

42. SOUTH CAROLINA

According to the state administering agency, indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995 under authorized area #10. A total of $225,959 in federal money and $75,317 in other funds went to indigent defense programs for the expansion of public defender resources throughout the state and differentiated case management.

43. SOUTH DAKOTA 

According to the state administering agency, indigent defense was not included in the state play for FY 1995 because it was not identified as a priority area. It is not expected to be included in the FY '96 plan for the same reason.

44. TENNESSEE 

Indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995 and is expected to be included in the FY 1996 state plan and receive funds.

Tennessee District Public Defenders Conference, Nashville, TN

This program was awarded $135,328 in federal funds and $45,698 in state funds to under authorized program area #10 to support a sentencing advocate demonstration project. The money funds five sentencing advocates in public defender offices, who develop individual sentencing plans for drug offenders. 

Metropolitan Public Defender, Nashville, TN

This program was awarded $45,000 in federal funds and $15,000 in matching funds to work with mentally ill substance abusers. The funds supported assessments and treatment plans. Alternative sentencing options were proposed under appropriate circumstances.

45. TEXAS

According to the state grant administrator's office, Texas did not include indigent defense in its plan for FY 1995. No explanation was given for not including it. Indigent defense is not expected to be included in the FY 1996 plan.

46. UTAH

According to the state administering agency, indigent defense was not included in the FY 1995 state plan, but indigent defense programs were eligible to apply. No programs applied. It was "unknown at this time" if indigent defense would be included in the FY 1996 state plan because "requests for proposals have been requested but no proposal for indigent defense funding has been submitted." A response from a Utah defender program indicated that indigent defense was not included in the FY 1995 plan because it was too late to apply and FY 1996 funds were already committed.

47. VERMONT

Indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995 and is expected to be included in the FY 1996 state plan and to receive funds. 

Office of the Defender General, Montpelier, VT

This program received $35,000 in federal money under authorized program areas #10 and #18, and $11,666 in state matching funds to fund the direct representation of juveniles who have been the victims of sexual or physical abuse; the direct representation of defendants charged with domestic or family violence crimes; and defense services to indigent persons charged with drug offenses. 

48. VIRGINIA

This state did not respond to the survey.

49. WASHINGTON

According to the Washington Defender Association, indigent defense was included in the state plan for FY 1995, and is expected to be included in and receive funds under the FY 1996 plan.

Washington Defender Association, Seattle, WA

This program received $300,000 under program area #20 to provide information, training, and technical assistance to defense attorneys interested in alternative sentencing. 

50. WEST VIRGINIA 

According to the state administering office, indigent defense was not included the state plan for FY 1995 and programs were not eligible to apply for funds. Indigent defense is not expected to be included in FY 1996. No explanations were provided.

51. WISCONSIN 

Indigent defense was not included in the state plan for FY 1995. According to the state public defender's office, the funds are distributed by the Wisconsin Department of Administration, which sets the state priorities. 

52. WYOMING

This state did not respond to the survey.
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
